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My Gauge: 9 rows and 9 sts = 2" 

Size: with my gauge about 75" long 
without border, for me, ch 30 is about 6 
1/2" wide, ch 36 is about 8" wide - both 
worked with an H hook 
note: Pam's gauge is different than mine. 
Her strips come to 78". As long as there 
are 300 rows, it will work for PRR af-
ghans. If you're making it for yourself, 
you can make it as long or as wide as 
you would like. 

Multiple: multiple of 2 (any even number) 

Materials: 
H hook - If you have really small balls, you can use a G hook or a smaller foundation chain so it goes 
further. If you have quite a bit, like half skeins, you might want to use a larger hook. You'll have bigger 
stitches, but fewer rows of each color. I find H is a nice medium size hook for most projects. Just be 
sure to use the same hook for all strips (and the same hook on the same strip, of course) or it will be 
more difficult in the joining. I suggest you make or buy a little card and attach it to your project listing 
the hook size used, kind of yarn (worsted weight), and pattern name (and a copy of the pattern if 
you're as doodle brained as me). 

4 ply worsted weight yarn (for PRR NO Wool or Wool Blends), 1 skein (8 oz) one color for bor-
der, small balls of various colors for each strip - You will need approx 6 1/2 - 7 feet of yarn for each row 
allowing for beginning and ending strands (if you are using an H hook and fch of 36). In other words, if 
you don't have about that much yarn, you can't work a ch-36 strip with that color and allow a 6" begin-
ning and ending strand. If it's close, I'd be satisfied with a 4" strand. If you have a lot of smaller strips.  
 
You probably won't do every row in a different color and you probably don't know how much of each 
color you have. If you are like me, you're not about to pull all those balls out and measure them. That's 
okay because the purpose of this pattern is to use all those little balls of leftover yarn you have rolling 
around. You will use one ball until at the end of a row there is not enough to make another full row, or 
you're tired of that color and just want to make a switch. Then you can switch to another color. How-
ever, if you want to use every scrap of yarn, you can continue going with each ball without stopping at 
the end of a row. You will then have ends to weave in various places and colors will stop mid-block. 
That's okay if that is the look you want. In my strips if there is not enough for an entire row, I stop 
there. Then I take the remaining yarn pieces and tie them together and roll them into a ball. You can 
make a pet snuggle with that ball when it's big enough. Just leave all the tied ins out, like a rug. 

Keep in mind that if you are not working to MY gauge (using the H hook), you may need more or less 
yarn per row. 

Note: If your foundation row appears larger (or smaller) than the succeeding rows on most projects you 
work, then change hook just for that row. In other words, if your fch is larger, you might work it with a 



G hook, then switch to H for the rest of the strip. If it is smaller, you could use an I hook for fch and 
switch to H for remainder 
 
Instructions: 
Make however many you need for the size afghan you're trying to make. Suggested sizes at 

end of pattern. 

With one strand worsted weight yarn, chain 36.  
Each row will have 1 less sc than the number you make for the foundation chain. In this case, 35. For a 
thinner strip, chain a lower even number. For a wider strip, chain a higher even number. 

Row 1: single crochet in second chain from hook and in each chain across (35 sc) 

Note: You may use either the back hump method of working into the foundation chain or work under 
top two loops -- whichever method you prefer. 

Note: Row 1 is your RIGHT side. If you have trouble telling front from back, you might want to mark 
this side. You can use a strand of contrasting yarn, or a paper clip or a safety pin or whatever. I have 
tried stitch markers and they don't work for me. I have a hard time getting them on and off without 
messing up my yarn. 

Note: Colors are in no particular order. Just grab the next ball and get to work. However, if you're picky 
about matching, you might try to follow one color with a coordinating or contrasting colo. I sometimes 
use a white or off-white or black between obviously clashing colors. Don't hesitate to use those varie-
gated and ombres too! 

Row 2: ch 1, turn, single crochet in first single crochet, * chain 1, skip next sc, single crochet in next 
sc, repeat from * across. You should finish evenly, with a single crochet in your last stitch. (18 sc, 17 ch
-1 sp) You may change color at the end of any row. 
Indeed, you can change color in the middle of a row if 
you so choose. 
 
Note: To change color, work last stitch as follows: 
with old color, insert hook in stitch, yarn over, pull 
through, then with new color yarn over and complete 
as for single crochet by drawing new color through 
both loops. Remember to chain-1 with your new color 
before you turn. You can sew ends in as you go, or 
wait until you're done, or sew over them, whatever 
works best for you.  Pictured below is the color 
change. 

 



Note: At end of each row (or beginning of next row), you will either chain 1 and turn, or you will be 
joining a new color and then chain-1. 

Row 3: ch 1, turn, single crochet in first single crochet, 
single crochet in chain-1 space,  *chain 1, skip next sin-
gle crochet, single crochet in next chain-1 space, repeat 
from * across row to last stitch, single crochet in last 
stitch (19sc, 16 ch-1 sp) 

Row 4: ch 1, turn, single crochet in first single crochet, 
* chain 1, skip next sc, single crochet in next ch-1 
space,, repeat from * across. You should finish evenly, 
with a single crochet in your last stitch. (18 sc, 17 ch-1 
sp) 

Rows 5 - 298 -  Repeat rows 3 and 4 consecutively, 
counting stitches occasionally to be sure you keep the 
same number throughout 

Row 299: repeat row 3 

Note - every row begins and ends with a single crochet. After the first stitch, you will single crochet if 
the next thing is a chain space, and you will chain-1 and skip it if the next thing is a single crochet. 

Row 300: ch 1, turn, sc in every sc and every ch-1 space across row. Finish off. 

Note: Because counting those single crochet rows 
is a pain, I put a safety pin every 50 rows to make 
it easier to keep track. You could also use a paper 
clip or piece of yarn or whatever works for you. 

When you're done with all the leftover balls you 
have, you can put this aside until you've accumu-
lated more. Put a safety pin or stitch marker in the 
last stitch (which will probably be the end of a row) so it  doesn't unravel. If you have enough yarn, you 
can make Lil's Knot to keep it safe. 

As noted above, I suggest you make or buy a little card and attach it to your project listing the hook 
size used, kind of yarn (worsted weight), and pattern name (and a copy of the pattern if you're as doo-
dle brained as me). Put it all in a gallon plastic bag wherever you throw those leftover balls. I myself 
keep a special cotton lined basket for this purpose. During the year when I complete a project, I wind 
the remaining yarn into a ball and throw it into the basket. When I have enough balls, I make a strip. 

When you've got a strip finished, put it aside until you have enough strips to make an afghan, or you 
can send it off to a charity that accepts strips (like Pam's Love Afghans for Pine Ridge Reservation, or you 
can use it as a very unique scarf. It can be a memory of the projects you did with the rest of the yarn, 
sort of like a memory quilt. 

Weave ends in or bribe someone else to do it. LOL 

 



IMPORTANT NOTE: For PRR afghans, DO NOT BORDER. Just send strips without border. 

If you're making this for yourself, you can border each strip and then put a border around 

the entire afghan. OR you can join strips with a single crochet which creates its own border 
and then border the entire afghan. 

Strip Border: You should be on the wrong side at row 300. Using one color, join yarn at end of row, 
chain 1 and turn, keeping work flat, sc around entire strip (on right side), working 3 sc in corners, join 
with sl st to first st or use invisible finish off. 

Joining: With right sides together, whipstitch strips together working into back loop of each stitch. 

Afghan Border: After strips are together, join same color you did the strip border with and sc around 
entire piece. If you like you can do a fancier border. One I use often on my various projects is (sc, ch 2, 
2 dc) in one stitch, then skip 2. Repeat all around. 

Optional: You can alternate wider strips with thinner strips for a different look. For example you might 
put 2 small strips, a large center strip (perhaps chain 60), then another 2 small strips. Note that the 
smaller the strip, the less visual it is. The narrow strip may get "lost" when placed next to an extra wide 
strip. You'll have to play around with it to determine what look you find appealing. The neat thing about 
this is that every single one will be different because you'll have different leftovers to work with. Of 
course, you could just buy yarn and work it in a pattern as well. 

Suggested Sizes: 

Babyghans should be about 45" x 45". You will have to adjust length to make a babyghan scrap strip. 
For me it was 192 rows. 
Twin bed (39" x 75") - make 5 strips 8" wide 
Full (54" x 75") - make 7 strips 8" wide 

The larger size beds are also longer. So if you want to accommodate the extra length you can work ex-
tra rows as well. I would probably work at least an extra 20 rows for a Queen or King bed, probably 30, 
but I like a large afghan. 
Queen (60" x 80") - make 8 strips 8" wide 
King (78" x 80") - make 10 strips 8" wide 
California King (72" x 80") - make 9 strips 8" wide 

Keep in mind each strip will have a border and there will be a border around the entire thing, so the 
strips will actually be more than 8" when finished. I don't feel like an afghan can be too big, however.
